	5 questions were asked to determine correct pronunciation of past tense suffix –ed
The highest success rate in one section came from the pronunciation of stopped /t/ at 70.5%.  The highest success rate in another section came from the pronunciation of hurried /d/ at 86%.  The word hurried also had the lowest success rate in another class.  Stop is a common word so the success rate wasn’t a surprise.  Hurry is not a common word so that success rate was a surprise.  However, in one class students were able to use the pronunciation rule of a voiced consonant to deduce the voiced suffix sound of /d/.

	The department is reviewing and posting current SLOs to Curricunet so that everyone department-wide is clear on what is required of them.  Each course has an instructor who will be lead member for a longer period of time in order to coordinate the assessment of the SLOs more efficiently and with less confusion.

	ILO1=communication skills
Being able to use the suffix ending –ed is critical in communicating time periods (with verbs) and using participial adjectives.  Many words have the same form but different functions.  Students should be able to use their pronunciation to communicate their understanding of the purpose of those words.

It is also important that students identify time periods by recognizing and using the verb forms instead of a specific vocabulary word that denotes a time period.  

The results demonstrated that students who knew the pronunciation rules were able to determine the correct pronunciation of a word they were unfamiliar with.  This is the reason the ESL program is grammar-based.  If students are equipped with the basic rules, they will be able to use their critical thinking skills to come up with an accurate response.  So I think ILO2 should be included in the description.  

	6. Next Steps
Was the process effective? Will you change the outcome/assessment (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to students)?  
If so, how?
	There was some confusion regarding the SLOs themselves. The SLO #3 posted on Curricunet didn’t agree with the one assessed by an instructor. As a department, we have been working on eliminating this confusion.  Evidently, we still have room for improvement.   

Another request was to change the assessment tool to be more specific and add a time expression in the question.  For example, who did you invite to your house for dinner was the original question.  The new question would be who did you invite to your house for dinner last Thursday.  Of the 5 questions, 3 of them had time expressions to identify the past tense.  I believe that students should be able to use the past tense without any time expressions.  The auxiliary verb did is their clue that identifies the past tense should be used.  In a natural conversation, there will be situations where they must use the correct verb tense without any vocabulary word clues.  

	7. After Thoughts

	The response from adjunct faculty continues to disappoint.  One particular instructor has not responded to requests for data for 2 consecutive semesters.  Another adjunct faculty also gave no acknowledgement or response.
