	The data reflected from this course demonstrates that there were no unsatisfactory remarks, however, it remains a benchmark that we reduce the lower percentage (in this case 10%) who score between 80%-89%, and increase these numbers into the 90%  and above bracket which scored between 90%-%100 and above.

One solution that was agreed upon by the evaluating group, in order to increase the satisfactory percentages (80%-89%) to the exemplary percentages (90%-100%) level, was that the instructor increase the level of interaction amongst the students during group activities. Some students were not proactive in participation. Although the outcomes are satisfactory, close attention to ensure increased interaction can be emphasized. This solution will not result in a change of curriculum, however, this detail will be executed in future teaching methodology.
