	French 100 SLO 3: Upon reading a brief text that describes an aspect of French/francophone culture, effectively demonstrate comprehension by answering questions based on the text.

	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	 On October 2, 2012, fifty-one students were instructed to read a text in simple French out loud while the other students in the class listened and read along silently.   All students were given a chance to read out loud.  Students did not require clarification for vocabulary or understanding.  The text was informational, telling about Parisian geography, organization, monuments and famous Parisians. Students then wrote down answers to seven Cloze-style questions based on the text, referring back to the text as necessary.  I subsequently collected their papers to tabulate answers.  The following is a summary of the number of student errors out of seven questions.

	Students were asked to voice their opinion of the effectiveness of the exercise.  They generally said the exercise was a useful tool for learning about French culture and their conclusions about the value of the exercise seem to coincide with the overall positive results.  The exercise provided students a chance to practice listening comprehension, reading and writing skills in French in a highly structured format.

	The process was effective.  Some students came in late and did not have time to complete the exercise.  I would like to perform this and similar exercises more frequently since students appeared to enjoy it.  However, the performance of the exercise is quite time consuming, requiring one half hour of class time.  It should be balanced with other pedagogical needs.
