	The oral presentation exercise provides both performers and listeners a chance to use language skills synthetically.  Students organize their ideas in writing.  They practice and deliver their presentations orally in front of the class without reading them.  During the question/answer period, they demonstrate their ability to communicate spontaneously in French.  Many of the students perform online research or develop power point presentations to contribute to their presentations.  Their classmates benefit from the presentations by using listening and speaking skills and by learning about the subjects of the presentations.

	6. Next Steps
Was the process effective? Will you change the outcome/assessment (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to students)?  
If so, how?
	The process was effective.  It allowed me to understand that students need additional guidance to compete the oral presentation according to the instructions.  They often ignore or forget what they were originally asked to do.  Here are two examples of common mistakes that interfere with student achievement.  Although they are told not to, rather than address the class without reading, less able students may try to read a text or attempt to incorporate text from outside sources and to claim it as their own.

	Oral presentations in French require a great effort on behalf of the students.  I believe the gains they reap justify the inclusion of this exercise in class.
