	Students completed a rubric designed to evaluate their critical thinking skills.  The scenario placed them as a member of a government agency with the task to investigate and determine the most critical factors leading to deaths caused by rip currents.  Then they were to rank the factors and come up with methods or regulations to raise public awareness of the danger and make the beaches safer. 
This was a test question on the final exam (in rubric form).  Sixty eight students were evaluated with the following results:

12 did not attempt to answer the question

16 did a poor job in answering this question and received a “D” grade.

17 demonstrated some ability and skills in assessing and evaluating the risk and filling in the rubric for a “C” grade.

15 demonstrated adequate ability and skills in assessing and evaluating the risk and filling in the rubric for a “B” grade.

8 demonstrated excellent ability and skills in answering this question for an “A” grade.
