	Same questions were assessed in all 18 sections of Math 91 being offered during Fall 12 term: 14 day sections and 4 night, sections (after 4:45 pm). 9 of the sections were taught by FT faculty, the other 9 by PT faculty. Same rubric was used in all sections for grading purposes.
Total of 605 students attempted the problem with the following results:35% of the students(214 out of 605) had full mastery of the topic. 51 % (306 out of 605) had done most of the work except elimination of the extraneous solution.

	More emphasis and time need to be dedicated to SLO 2 topic, as that is new topic at this level with many steps involved including using previously learned concepts such as factoring, and solving quadratic equations as well as new ones such as dealing with radicals and extraneous solutions.
