	SLO2:  Data was collected from a total of seven (7) sections. Six (6) were daytime sections and one (1) was an evening section. All seven (7) sections were taught by full time faculty. The same rubric was used throughout. There were 168 students assessed in all, with mastery measured using a 5 point scale. The results are as follows:
