	The following questions were posed on the final:
Determine the convergence or divergence of:
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21 students took this exam. Each problem was graded on a 10 point rubric. The average scores were as follows:

a.  7.19

b. 7.14

c. 6.11

d. 4.21

e. 6.48

The first two were chosen specifically to see if students could distinguish between sequence and series tests. The results were marginally acceptable.

The three remaining questions could have answered by a variety of tests. Question d, which could have been answered by the integral or limit comparison tests was the greatest area of weakness. It seems counterintuitive, since these are relatively unsophisticated tests.

	Beginning in the Fall of 2011, we began including a unit on sequences and series in Math 190. In the Fall of 2012, we began including them in Math 91 as well. As these newer students percolate upwards, we are looking to see an improvement in these areas.
