	1. SLO #1 – 12/14 (or 87.5%) of the students earned 100% on testing the validity of a mathematical argument. The remaining two students (12.5%) earned one-fourth and one-half credit. 
2. SLO # 2 – 10/14 (or 72%) of students earned 100% on induction problem. 2/14 students  did not know how to approach the problem and the remaining 2/14 students were able to start the process (the basis step), but were unable to proceed to the induction step.

	ILO2 – Critical Thinking Skills
Induction allows more rigorous presentation of critical analysis. Students learn to distinguish between useful classes and information and the intellectual equivalent of Gaussian white noise.

	I thought the process was effective. It was useful discussing the SLO’s with peers. It may be useful to change the first SLO to not require truth tables – although leave it as an option. After teaching this course many times, students seem to do well on truth tables and therefore we may want to consider offering a slightly more challenging problem.
