	This course had 100% success rate, with half the students earning A, and almost the other half earning B.  This is a fantastic success rate for this type of music theory course, where most students enter not having any musical background.  However, I would like if 100% of students would earn A’s.  Thus, I plan to provide the students even more online music theory practice and review sites, as well as online theory tutoring sites.  I will also encourage students to compose their own music, so that they can see the purpose of a music teory course. This will greatly enhance their musical interest.
