	Outcome 1:   Students will demonstrate an understanding of basic fundamental nursing skills, which will be evaluated through written examinations and ATI Fundamental exam.  ILO1,  ILO2 

Outcome 2:   Students will identify the ten 2010 National Patient Safety Goals (NPSGs), which will be evaluated by written exam and clinical observation. Students will be able to apply the NPGs in the clinical setting.   ILO2,  ILO3,  ILO5

	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	Outcome 1:  First semester students were given the Nursing Fundamentals ATI exam online. 21 students took the test; 19 students passed with a level 1 or higher, and 2 students scored less than a level 1. A level is equivalent to a test score of 75% in theory class. A level 2 is equivalent to an 83% and a level 3 is equivalent to a 92% in class.  A  level (0) zero is not passing.

7 students took the ATI Fundamentals a second time. The 2 students who did not pass on the first attempt scored a level 2 on the second attempt. The remainder 5 students chose to retake ATI in an effort to obtain a higher score; which 1 student increased the score from a level 1 to a level 2.  Two students maintained the same score and 1 student’s score dropped to less than level 1. 

	3. Data results  (continue)
Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	Outcome 2: Students received a lecture presentation on the National Patient Safety Goals (NPSGs) in NUR 110 class and reviewed in NUR 111 as related to the applicable skills. NPSGs were also covered on hospital orientation and were discussed with students in post conference and researched on the JCAHO website during their clinical NUR 112 course.   21 students were tested on knowledge retention at the end of the course, and could only miss 3 out of 15 questions on the quiz. 

11 out of 15 students passed the test with 80% or higher.  4 students scored less than a 75%.   73% of students me this goal satisfactory
Outcome 3:    19 out of 21 students passed the written final exam with scores above 75%.  Students presented the nursing process based on a given scenario. Evaluation of the presentation scores were adequate, above 84%.

	Goal 1:  This will not change the curriculum.  Will continue to test students on the Fundamentals of nursing since this is an integral part of basic nursing. 

Goal 2:  The NPSGs are state mandated and regulated in the healthcare systems. Hospital personnel, including students, must comply with these safety goals.  Focus on patient safety will be reinforced on all levels of learning: theory, skills and application.
Goal 3:  Will continue to evaluate. Care Plans are developed through the utilization of the nursing process and are an integral part of nursing care. Students must learn to assess, identify client needs and formulate nursing diagnosis, identify appropriate outcomes and develop a care plan for delivering client care. Student nurses must learn to prioritize the plan of care and implement that plan appropriately in the clinical setting while evaluating the outcomes.

	ILO1 – Students demonstrated communication skills by writing and developing care plans, class presentations; and applying medical terminology and reporting patient care using the SBAR format.
ILO2 – ATI exam, theory exams and care plans provides direct feedback of student’s acquired knowledge and critical thinking.are responsible for their own learning. 
ILO3 – Students are responsible and accountable for their own learning and completion of assignments  on a timely basis.
ILO4 –  Students must be able to read and write at college level grammar and spelling when documenting and writing care plans, and write in APA style and comprehend reading material. It is essential for students to clearly communicate documented care.

ILO5 – Patients seeking healthcare come from diverse backgrounds, locations and regions. Student nurses must become aware and improve knowledge of cultural diversity in the healthcare setting because no two patients are alike .
