	3. Data Results
Briefly summarize the results of the data you collected.
	Outcome 1:   Six LVN students enrolled in the course and one dropped the course and did not return to class. Five students went on to complete the course.  Five students performed and demonstrated a head-to-toe assessment in a simulation setting utilizing the nursing process. Students utilized the data obtained from their assessment to develop a care plan appropriate to the case. A performance checklist and direct observation methods were used to grade the student’s assessment performance and a care plan related to the case study identified that students were able to identify problems areas and develop a nursing care plan .
Outcome 2:   Four LVN students successfully completed two nursing care plans based on an assigned simulated case study; one student did not turn in both assessments. The care plans reflected the utilization of the nursing process and their assessment findings: specifics included the client’s subjective data and the nurse’s objective; appropriate nursing diagnosis and outcome goals. Interventions were relevant to the nursing diagnosis and evaluation.  The four students that turned in their care plans had some prior knowledge of the nursing process and how to formulate care plans. Unable to evaluate one student’s ability to integrate the nursing process into direct client care. 
Outcome 3:  All students passed the ATI exams with scores higher or equal to level one. 

1. ATI Maternal/Child ATI:  Three students passed with level 2. Two students passed with level 1. One student scored below a level one.                    

2. Fundamentals ATI:   Three students passed the exam with a level 2 and two students passed with a level 1. One student dropped the course prior to ATI Fundamentals exam.

	4. Course / Program Improvement

	Changes in the course curriculum are not indicated at this time.  We believe the course allows instructors to evaluate student’s previous knowledge and skills in which instructors can make the appropriate recommendations for ADRN entry level.  


	5. Next Year       Was the process effective?  Will you change the outcome/ assessment for next year? (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to student)? If so, how?
	The process was effective. Student’s knowledge was measured by ATI exams, a nursing philosophy exam and nursing care plans.  Nursing skills were directly observed and measured by student’s performance and critical thinking under a simulation setting while performing nursing fundamental skills. Students were observed performing wound care, IV therapy, tracheostomy care, medication administration, insertion of indwelling urinary catheters and nasogastric tubes. Students were observed performing physical assessments in maternal-child and medical/surgical simulations. Through critical thinking, students identified problem areas and verbalized appropriate nursing diagnosis, outcomes and interventions.
