	All three outcomes are based on data from the entire 3rd semester RN class and data was collected by the 4 instructors teaching this course. 

Outcome 1: Students could take 2 versions of the ATI Pediatric exam to attempt scoring at or above Level 1 which is considered minimum proficiency expectations in this content area based on national standards. Of 23 students, all attained at least level 1.

Outcome 2: Of the students who completed the semester, all of the students met or exceeded the score of 40 out of 50 possible points based on 3 25-point evaluations of case studies and utilization of the nursing process in the care of patients. 

Outcome 3: Of the students who completed the semester, all met or exceeded the score of 80 out of 100 points based on 3 50 point case studies. 

Outcome 4: Of the students who completed the semester, all students earned above 80 out of 100 points.
