	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	At the beginning of the course, students were given a Diagnostic Exam or Examen General.  Among the grammatical aspects including in this exam, students needed to differentiate between the different verb tenses in the Indicative Mood.  In addition, during the course students were introduced to four simple verb tenses in the Indicative mood: present, preterit, imperfect and future. They were quizzed and wrote in class compositions using these verb tenses throughout the semester.  In addition, Section E of the final exam asked students to identify a series of conjugated verbs in the four different tenses.   What we did this time, was to compare how students performed in the Examen General vs. the Final exam when identifying the four different verb tenses covered in class.  A total of 79 students took both the Examen General and the Final exam in the four sections included in this assessment.  3 sections were taught during the morning/noon time frame and one of them was taught during the evening.  In both exams, this was a multiple-choice section and 90% of students successfully identified and differentiated between theses tenses in the Indicative mood. 4% of those students did not experience maintained the same percentage on both exams and 7% of students in all 4 sections experienced a regression. 	We are very happy with the assessment of verb tenses in the Indicative Mode.  It is evident that our strategies are working since an overwhelming majority of the students were able to identify and differentiate between verb tenses.  It is worth mentioning that some of the mistakes done by students were not necessarily due to failing to identify a particular verb tense but rather, they chose a misspelled verb but in the correct tense.  For example, they chose “haiga” over “haya” or “comeso” over “conezó”, etc.
