	3. Data results

	This semester we focused our attention to assessing an argumentative essay.  The final exam for this class was to develop an argumentative essay analyzing the movie Biutiful.  In order to prepare students for writing an argumentative essay, we introduced and practice concepts like critical thinking, thesis statement and providing evidence to support the main argument(s). As a preparatory essay, students wrote a short essay analyzing three short Mexican films dealing with corruption and social values.  Students had two weeks to write their final essay and had one independent consultation with the instructor and one collaborative session where students had the opportunity to share their draft to their peers.  Out of the 17 students in the class, Three students did not turn in their essay without any kind of explanation.  One more student had a baby and could not turned in her essay either.  Out of the 13 students that did turn in their essay 100% successfully developed a well thought argumentative essay in Spanish.  38% received an A, 46% received a B, and 15% got a C in the essay.
