	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	This semester we focused our attention on the learning outcomes mentioned above.  As part of their final grade, students were asked to research a current event topic pertaining to the Hispanic community in the Imperial Valley (returning war veterans, or The “Bracero” experience). As in previous semesters, students were asked to form groups and follow instructions stated in the syllabus. Three groups were formed: one veteran’s group, and two “bracer” groups.  At the end each group turned in an activities journal and presented their research findings in an oral presentation. This semester the class was cross-listed with Humanities (Hum. 262) Only one section of Spanish/Hum 262 was taught this semester of which 16 students participated in the project. Two students did not participate. At the end of the semester, 100% of students were able to effectively research, analyze, and write about a current event related to Hispanics.  33.3% of students passed with an A;  55%  passed with a B; there were no C’s or D’s , 2 students (11%) received F’s for their final in-class report.  By these results we can conclude that the project was successful. However, there may be a need to monitor student research in more detail.
