The data was overwhelmingly positive. Twenty of the twenty-three sections were assessed.
Of the four hundred thirty (430) students who delivered the informative speech--three hundred ninety-six (396) students
completed their speech using the SLO:

	The Speech 100 course is directly related to all FIVE ILOs:
ILO1 = Communication Skills  

The SLO was written for a Communication class—which clearly teaches the skills necessary to give a meaningful speech—such as: Ethics/Speaker Credibility, Delivery, Supporting Materials, Fallacies, Persuasion, Perception, Visual Aids, etc.

ILO2 = Critical Thinking Skills

The Persuasion element of the class teaches Propositions and Reasons for the student to be able to think critically when formulating Arguments and to logically deduce and rationalize information by drawing conclusions on the basis of evidence. 

ILO3 = Personal Responsibility 

This course is impossible to teach without constant reinforcement of the student’s personal responsibility—being fully prepared when presenting an argument, dressing appropriately, using appropriate language, improving their image, demonstrating the ability to commit to the rules and regulations of the class and ultimately show what they have learned by presenting the concepts in the form of a SPEECH. 
ILO4 = Information Literacy

This course requires the latest and greatest information to support the speeches that are presented and students learn to access and utilize the best sources available to them through the various resources available to them in every venue.

ILO5 = Global Awareness

The very nature of this course involves examining the issues, problems, information, and situations that surround us in the world that we live in—making the student more aware of the world and them being more competent when making assessments of the differences they face.
