	Ninety-two students over 4 classes evaluated each student speaker.
All ninety-two students presented to an audience of their peers.

Each student was given assessment sheets to evaluate each student speaker’s credibility.
The questions given were:

· Proposition/Opposition side won this debate—circle one
· Did you believe this speaker? Y/N

· Rank speaker’s presentation-using the three criteria listed:

1. Information

2. Eye Contact

3. Appearance

The findings showed that:

1. All of the peer evaluations that those who had good EYE CONTACT also ranked as having HIGH believability.
2. Debate winners had the best EYE CONTACT (#2).

	The Speech 180 course is inherent to all FIVE ILOs:
ILO1 = Communication Skills 
This course is an exercise in “complete communication” 

It requires that students:

·    Identify and create sound and complete arguments. 

·    Compile arguments pro and con of current controversial topics.

·    Communicate more critically and both as a speaker and as a listener, by asking pertinent questions.
·    Learn how present arguments and reasons to an audience.
ILO2 = Critical Thinking Skills 
It is required that every student:

· Understand, identify, and explain, but NEVER use, 15 logical fallacies of argumentation.
· Use evidence to prove or disprove a claim.
· Use good reasoning and draw conclusions based on evidence. 
· Understand and can discuss how Ethics and Credibility impact debate.
· Describe the levels of competence.
ILO3 = Personal Responsibility

It is required that every student:

· Work with groups and be graded as a group.

· Do their own part and be graded individually.
· Be prepared to present information, as acquired per debate.
· Meet the time frames set by the instructor. 
· Collaborate with each team member at the debate table.
· Explain the responsibilities of the proposition and opposition teams, as well as the role of each speaker on the team.
· Prepare to win the debate.
ILO4 = Information Literacy
It is required that every student:

· Know how to obtain and use evidence to prove or disprove a claim.
· Know how to identify and eliminate poor sources of information.
· Use good word selection.
· Use good word economy.
· How best to utilize gathered and pertinent information for the positions they are arguing.
ILO5 = Global Awareness 

This course is an introduction to debate which places emphasis on the creation and refutation of arguments concerning current social, political, international, economic, and legal issues.
