	Performance based classes are dependent upon the instructor providing students with opportunities to rehearse, practice and perform. Peer tutoring and mentoring assists students to reach their potential on their instrument.  Opportunities to sight-read and improvise are a part of each rehearsal and performance. 

The instructor provides the historical and cultural context of the genre with recordings and lectures. The performance is the final for the course with many of the SLO’s displayed at the concert.  
Any changes would be to increase opportunities to improvise and expand knowledge of the genre. This would be done through the repertoire chosen for each semester.

	SLO 1 – Improved Technical Skills – ISLO3 – Personal Responsibility. It is the responsibility of the student to practice in order to improve their technical skills. This personal effort leads to attaining their goals and supporting the endeavors of the group.
SLO 2 – Improved Musical Skills – ISLO4 – Information Literacy. Learning to be literate in music helps students build essential skills in acquiring literacy in general.

SLO 3 – Improved Ensemble Skills – ISLO 1 – Communication Skills. The ability to perform with a group is a method of communication and is essential to the success of the ensemble.

SLO 4 – Improved Performance Skills – ISLO5 – Global Awareness. By performing the many genres of jazz, students are exposed to many cultures and through discussion they become aware of the global importance of jazz, the only true American art form.

SLO 5 – Knowledge of Jazz – ISLO 2 – Critical Thinking. Students will expand their knowledge of jazz through the study, listening and performing of jazz. They will think about playing and performing in a different way.
SLO 6 – Music Literacy and Listening Skills – ISLO4/5 – Information Literacy & Global Awareness. By building their skills and literacy in music, through listening, performing, rehearsing and creating through improvisation, students will use their knowledge about the music to create and perform it in the appropriate style.
