ILO#1 was identified as being related to this SLO through the classroom presentation and research paper assignments.   The students were able to convey the message of an assigned topic within the Justice System to other students by communicating this information in a classroom presentation and a written format.  

ILO#2  was identified as being related to this SLO by completing the gathering of global information regarding a Criminal Justice System topic. The student was able to take the information and use his or her critical thinking skills to gather and organize the information.  After the student gathered the information, he or she needed to use critical thinking and be able to give his personal opinion on the topic.  

ILO#3 was identified as being related to this SLO by having the students being assigned the Criminal Justice assignments and presentation at the beginning of the course.  Then having a due date for the assignment at the end of the semester.  The students would have to display personal responsibility to gather the information and have all the assignments completed by the due date of the assignment.

ILO#4 was identified as being related to this SLO by decipher multiple information and determine what information was related the Criminal Justice System.  Also, the student needed to identify if the information provided was bias.  Determine if the information was from a liberal or conservative stand point.   

ILO#5  was identified as being related to this SLO by having assignments that required research in the assigned topic for the presentation and research paper.  This research was conducted through the use of internet, books, magazine articles, and personal interviews of subject matter experts.
