	Some students were very clear and thorough in their answer, while some showed definite confusion. It is difficult to tell if the confusion was due to a lack of knowledge or due to an inability to clearly express themselves in English. To help raise that average score in the future, I will remind students that they will be asked to describe the flow of blood through the heart on the exam. Hopefully, they will use the warning to better review that material and to practice their writing skills.
