	Of the 399 students who were assessed:

SLO 1-  54% showed complete mastery of the concept, another 13% showed partial understanding,  23% showed little or no understanding.
SLO 2- 38% showed complete mastery of the concept, another 41% showed partial understanding, 21% showed little or no understanding.

	The results were normally distributed among the different instructors which included both full time and adjunct instructors.
The results of SLO 1 were within an expected range.  No changes were discussed.
The results of SLO 2 were somewhat lower for mastery level than expected.  The concept of “domain” was believed to be what separated complete mastery from partial understanding.  It was suggested we cover the concept of “domain of a rational expression” in more detail in future Math 90 courses.
