	Overall the students did not perform well on this assessment.  The overall average for 4 courses was 13.7/25. Though students seemed to have problems all the endings, /s/ seemed to be the sound with which most students had difficulties.  This could perhaps be due to the fact that 100% of the students are Spanish speakers and in Spanish /s/ and /z/ are very similar sounds.

	We realized through our discussions that in this level we do not put a great emphasis on discrete pronunciation/listening skills. Rather, the focus of the course is on academic listening and presentations which are supported by grammar and vocabulary study.  As a result, we are looking at re-writing the SLO to more accurately reflect the focus of the course.
