	The SLO contributed to ILO1 and ILO2.  For ILO1, the knowledge of adjective clauses will help them to communicate better in both academic and societal roles.  As our students leave ESL classes and start to take higher-level classes, it is paramount that they are able to punctuate and to use adjective clauses appropriately.  For ILO2, students were able to analyze by using their critical thinking skills whether the adjective clauses were essential or non-essential to the overall meaning and clarity of the sentences.  

	6. Next Steps
Was the process effective? Will you change the outcome/assessment (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to students)?  
If so, how?
	Yes, the outcome was affected although some of the collected data showed shortcomings on the teachers’ behalf.   For example, on question 1 (see actual SLO tool on last page) many students missed it because the word “whom” was used to start the adjective clause.  In the future, the instructors will talk about implementing more practice and direct instruction to improve our students’ understandings of whom.  The SLO tool that was used for the Fall 2012 semester should be implemented again during the next cycle to ensure the reliability/validity of the new data.

	As a side note, three teachers were relatively close on the amount of answers their students got wrong.  However, there was one teacher’s data who skewed the data, which may have led to the results being more negative than they actually were.
