	ISLO1 Communication Skills—In order for a student to be able to effectively communicate with others in a group, they must understand the principles of group decision making. It is imperative that all students be available to make concerted decisions. The number of students must be “odd” or the ability for majority is not present.
ISLO2  Critical Thinking Skills

Each Student used a template of questions to ask themselves critical questions prior to speaking:

“How is what I am doing and saying NOW-impacting me now?

How is what I am doing and saying NOW-impacting my audience now?

How is what I am doing and saying NOW-going to impact me later?

How is what I am doing and saying NOW-going to impact my audience later?”

ISL03   Personal Responsibility

A rubric, booklet or report was required of each group for a grade of “C” or better. This report was required to act as a precursor for a presentation that would allow the student to fully describe the norms, expectations, and behaviors used in the group setting. 
ISL04   Information Literacy
Students were required to research their topics and provide relevant evidence to support their ideas which ultimately helped the student to gain a greater understanding of how and why misunderstandings occur with our friends from our basic work groups. This ensured better communication in the four basic life areas which are: Civic, Social, Academic and Vocational.
ISL05   Global Awareness 
Learning about small group communication helped students to understand and appreciate the differing perspectives and viewpoints of others from all groups.
