	ILO1 – students must write a paper summarizing the child’s mathematical thinking.  Part of the grade is dependent on type grammar, punctuation, and their ability to communicate clearly. 
ILO2 – students must analyze a child’s thinking by asking prescribed math problems and noting how the child solves it.  

ILO3 – students must locate an elementary child that is allowed (by guardian) to participate in the interview.  They must set up a time and location in which to interview the child.  They must have appropriate materials to facilitate the child’s problem solving needs, such as manipulatives and writing materials.

	6. Next Steps

	The process is appropriate and the students say that it is highly revealing to them that people think so differently and can still come to a correct solution to a problem.  They also comment on their surprise when a child is not understanding what seems to be an easy problem.
