	Decker: Demonstrate the locations of pitches on the piano keyboard and on the bass and treble clefs.

Davis: Students demonstrated knowledge of musical notation, leger lines, accidentals, triads, seventh chords, inverted chords, major scales, key signatures, and simple transpositions skills.  In addition, students demonstrated intermediate skills of playing flutophone; and an advanced beginning level of singing ensemble songs, in unison and in 4-part harmony.

	Decker: Written Keyboard Quiz Results

I compared two classes of which I  teach. Using a scantron type quiz and a playing quiz.  I got these results:
Grade                  Class 1            Class 2

A                           35%                30%

B                           45%                50%

C                            10%               10%

D                           10%                 10%

F                            0%                  0%

Davis: Out of a total of 118 students who completed the courses (all 3 sections); there were 73 ‘A’s; 25 ‘B’s; 11 ‘C’s; 7 ‘D’s; 1 ‘F’; and 1 ‘I’ (incomplete grade). 

Percentage-wise Success Rate:-

62% = A

21% = B

9% = C

6% = D

2% = F and I

	Decker: If compared to previous semesters I can see that the changes I put in place had turned up good results.  These percentages are better than I expected.

Davis: Because this course had a great success rate (92%), the improvements I will make is to involve the students even more in music making, such as part singing, and more part playing with their instrument.  While these things are not actually on the general course description, I feel that more students will be enamored with music making, and how music works…thus pushing the number from 92% passing rate to 100%.

	Decker: Critical thinking skills are instrumental to learning rhythm and employing  the universal counting methods.  Playing rhythm  requires basic math skills and an understanding of multiplication and division.  Many of the students are weak in this area and I can’t start teaching mathematics in a music class so I come by during office hours is what I suggest. 

Davis: 

SLO1…Communication skills were needed when they sang songs as an ensemble, and gad to convey the messages of their songs to a live audience.

SLO2 ….Critical Thinking skills were utilized when they did the music theory sections of the course (1/2 the course), and had to solve problems in examinations.

SLO4…Information Literacy was definitely achieved because they could now relate and apply musical terminologies learned in the course.

SLO5…Global Awareness was enhanced when they learned songs on both their flutophone, and sang various songs as well.  Indeed, music is an international ‘language’
