	Decker: Student will learn and use critical listening skills to discuss and critique a musical work.

Davis: Students demonstrated knowledge of Western Music composed between Antiquity to the Present day.  They identified and discerned music of various eras via listening to pertinent elements of music, and how they are utilized. Additionally, they demonstrated knowledge of at least 2 composers of each epoch studied.

Davis: Of the 62 students who completed the course (both sections), the results were as follows:- ‘A’s = 44; ‘B’s = 8; ‘C’s = 4; ‘D’s = 2; ‘F’s = 3; and ‘I’s (Incomplete) = 1

	Decker: There is obviously room for improvement here but one of the problems here is that listening to long compositions in class takes a lot of time.  Therefore I must make it clear to some of lazier students how much extra time they should commit to “outside of class” listening.

Davis: This course had a 90% passing rate, with the vast majority of students earning A grades.  However, I like 100% success rate, so, I will encourage my students to do even more research work, and encourage much more lively class discussions.  I would also like to be able to take my classes on field trips to operas, ballets, great choral concerts, great orchestral concerts, so that we can all write evaluations of the music together.  This would enhance their hands-on experience as to the reason for the course.

	Decker: Analytical thinking in music listening helps a student understand what a composer is trying to convey in his music.  This is accomplished by repeated listening and critical thinking.

Davis: ILO1…the students utilized their communication skills in class discussions, in research presentations, and by working in small research groups.

ILO2…their acquired musical critical thinking skills were utilized in listening analyses of musical exerpts from all 4 epochs of musical history studied.

ILO4…they gained a vast wealth of information about music, the composers, the composers’ lives and works; and about how to analyze music.

ILO5…The course involved study of music and composers from various European nations, as well as USA, Japan, India, Africa, et al.  Thus, their global awareness was greatly heightened.
