	Students will demonstrate correct techniques for proper administration and documentation of medications to clients of all ages in simulated client situations. Medications will include oral, intramuscular and subcutaneous medications, and correct client Identification in accordance to the National Patient Safety Goals and QSEN (Quality & Safety Education for Nurses) recommendations

	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	24 students initiated the class and one dropped within the first week of class.  23 students demonstrated proper procedures and techniques in preparing and administering oral, intramuscular and subcutaneous medications in a simulation demonstration. Student outcomes were measured by direct observation and direct oral questioning. 
20 out of 23 students responded satisfactory to verbal questions of rationales for medication administration and calculations. 3 students were sent to remediation for correcting the fallouts before testing again. Second time was successful.

22 out of 23 students performed proper administration of medications in a simulation setting. One failed to properly identify injection sites, and use safe techniques when administering medications. Student was sent to remediation for reviewing and practicing medication administration.  Student successfully demonstrated proper procedures and techniques on the second demonstration attempt.

	All students who successfully passed the demonstration check-off for medication administration were able to perform the procedures in the clinical areas under direct supervision of the instructor using safe practices, two-patient identifiers, the ‘5Rights,’ 3-way check and electronic medical administration record (MAK or Pyxis). 

21 out of 23 students passed the nursing skills NUR 111 course.

2 student did not pass the course due to failing the final exam at the end of the course. 1 student  successfully completed NUR 111 but failed the Pharmacology class, NUR 113

	Curriculum will not change.  Correct medication administration and documentation is essential in preventing medication errors throughout the continuum of care for clients of all ages. Students will continue to comply with hospital policies and safety guidelines that meet the National Patient Safety Goals related to medication administration.

	ILO1 – communications skills are extremely important because students must read, write, interpret and verbalize written/verbal/telephone orders that are given by the physician. Orders must be clearly understood in order to carry out and execute the orders. 

ILO2 – Critical thinking is crucial. A student nurse must have knowledge of the medication to be administered, plus recognize potential adverse effects that may develop related to the client’s condition. A student nurse must question the prescribed order if there is a risk of a potential overdose or contraindications

	ILO3 – A student  nurse is responsible for maintaining current knowledge of drugs, purpose, and know the side effects and interactions of the drugs they are administering in order to take appropriate actions. A student is responsible for their own nursing practice according to the knowledge and level of practice achieved within their scope of practice.

ILO4 – A student nurse should know how to read and spell correctly. Nursing actions are to be properly documented in the clients medical record. A student is also responsible for recognizing “Do Not Abbreviate” terms.
