	Outcome 1:   Students will apply basic fundamental nursing skills learned in NURS 111 and NUR 110 to clients of various backgrounds in a safe and effective manner.  ILO2,  ILO3
Outcome 2:   Students will demonstrate knowledge in documenting nursing care.   ILO1,   ILO3,  ILO4
Outcome 3: Students will compare and contrast physical assessments in clients of all ages with emphasis on the physiological basis of vital signs and health conditions.

	3. Data results

	Outcome 1:   Student demonstrated application of nursing fundamental skills in a simulation setting and in the hospital/ clinical setting. Practice included health assessments, medication administration, wound care, asepsis techniques and isolation, NG and Foley catheter insertion and care, just to mention a few.

Knowledge of Fundamental skills was measured by exams in theory NUR 110 and skills demonstration in NUR 111Performance and application was measured in NUR 112 through direct observation under direct supervision of instructor and clinical nurse. 



	3. Data results  (continue)
Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	Outcome 2:   Students’ demonstrated nursing care was done on  the electronic computerized systems Afinity  and MAK were used at ECRMC and QCPR and Pyxis were used at PMHD. Documentation was reviewed by instructor before finalizing the documented data. Students were found to have weak grammar and spelling skills, plus insufficient terminology related to health care. Students were assisted in phrasing facts for documentation. Documentation exercises were provided during the course to improve student’s critical thinking in documentation. Students liked receiving feedback.

Outcome 3: Students applied physical assessment skill in the clinical setting and in simulation scenarios. Initially, students demonstrated weak assessment skills in the clinical areas Few students were shy about handling patients and were afraid to wake them up when they were sleeping.

Contributing factors: lack of experience and knowledge. Students were also anxiety and nervous about performing in a real life situation under the supervision of the instructors or an inquisitive patient.  As students practiced more, confidence developed in recognizing variations in vital signs in age appropriate clients and conditions. Students became more prepared to answer questions and state rationales.

Assessment skills improved to a level where students were able to compare and contrast respiratory assessments, but they were not always consistent in demonstrating physical assessments or other body systems. Weaknesses identified included critical thinking skills related to physiology of the client’s condition. Students developed concept maps to help them integrate the pathophysiology and diagnostic tests into the physical assessment and care of patients. Medication research was very good, however students were weak in diagnostic research.

Outcome 4: Students were introduced to QSEN safety guidelines. Students completed a safety checklist on every clinical day. The purpose was to train students to identify unsafe situations in the patient’s room. Findings were discussed in post-conference. Students learned safety guidelines for preventing patient falls and learned infection control practices.

	Outcome 1:   ATI Fundamentals exam, lectures exams and skills exams are used to measure the student’s knowledge. The development of nursing care plans help guide students in assessing their own client care. Care plans are an integral part of nursing care and help to measure the student’s critical thinking. Students will continue to develop weekly major and mini care plans during NUR 112. 
Outcome 2:   Instructors will continue to assess student’s documentation skills, and provided documentation exercises.
Outcome 3:  Concept Mapping helps students to integrate the  pathophysiology, assessment data, medication and diagnostic studies in formulating care plans with appropriate nursing diagnosis and interventions.

Outcome 4:  Safety measures and guidelines are important factors in the care of patients. QSEN guidelines along with NPSGs are regulatory functions of patient care in the healthcare setting. Students need to learn how to integrate safety measures with daily patient care.

	ILO1 – Communicating verbally, by phone and face-to-face is done daily throughout the hospital functions. Reading, writing and documenting in written language, or computerized format is also a daily function of any healthcare system.
ILO2 – ATI Fundamentals exam provides direct feedback of student’s acquired knowledge and critical thinking
ILO3 – Students are responsible and accountable for their own learning.
