	3. Data results

	This SLO was evaluated based on student response to 50 questions on the first exam of the semester related to the SLO topic; 74 students completed the assessment.  The grades for the group for each of these 50 questions are summarized below (that is, “how did the students as a group perform on each question?”):
A – 9, B – 7, C – 10, D – 7, F – 17
Students demonstrate a good understanding of background information.  For applications of concepts, students perform better than in other areas.  Student performance was poor in demonstrating knowledge of basic principles, and very poor in factors affecting Pavlovian conditioning.

	While students seem to understand the historical facts and basic concepts related to Pavlovian conditioning, there seems to be resistance to embracing the concepts at a deeper level.  There is no doubt that this is very detailed information that does not inspire wide general interest.  Of course, most students are interested in anything they can understand, but this material requires some real effort to get to that level.  The dramatic differences in the overall grades of the two sections demonstrate that student effort plays a huge role in mastering this material.  Having said this, instructors need to continue to produce exercises so that students can work with the concepts in some extended manner.  The assignment where students need to identify the basic parts of Pavlovian conditioning is a good start.  Others need to be explored.
